Win Five Out of Seven Close Bouts Attorney W. D. Cunningham, '00, Wisconsin championship basketball

With Two Falls and Three
Decisions.

CLEAN-CUT FALLS MARK PLAY

Bame Easily Wins Bout—Boak Gets
Fall After Spectacular
Exhibition.

Winning five out of seven close
bouts on two falls and three decisions
the Pennsylvania State College wrest-
lers defeated the Varsity wrestling
team in the Armory Saturday after-
noon. The meet was marked by clev-
er holds and spectacular, clean-cut
falls, two going to the State College
and two to Cornell. The usual inter-

" | collegiate scoring system was not used

but each bout was counted one point
regardless of whether it was gotten
on a fall or on a decision, making the
final score 5 to 2 in favor of the Penn-
sylvanians.

Probably the best bout was in the
125-pound class when T. L. 8. Boak, "14,
got a fall from Brown, of Penn State,
in seven minutes and 22 seconds. At
the outset things looked bad for last
year's intercollegiate champion, but by
consistent work and clever wrestling
Boak goon got a half Nelson and wrist
hold that proved fatal to the Penn
Stater.

In the 115-pound class was pretty
evenly balanced and it was a long time
until the men came to a clinch, They
bhad not been together long, however,
when in breaking away H. A, Tassi
nari, '14, lost his footing and fell to
the mat. Jones was quick to take
advantage of his opportunity and had
Tassinar’s shouldérs on the mut at
the end of four minutes and 39 seconds.

Captain Clyde Bame, "13  easily won
from Sayre in the 176-pound class,
securing a headlock and hammerlock
on the Penn State man, it took him
only two minutes and 25 seconds to
get a fall.

In the 145 and 158-pound classes
both W. R. Culbertson, ‘14, and Am-
brose Ryder, '13, deserved much credit
for the way in which they stuck to
their men. Three minutes extra time
was needed in each bout before a de-
cision could be. made and then there
was much doubt as to who it should
go to, but the referee finally decided
in favor of Penn State.

The Penn State heavyweight, Lamb,
threw W, R. Davidson, ‘14, in a spec-
tacular bout. With a head and neck
hold the powerful Penn State man held
Davidson's shoulders to the mat while
the rest of his body pointed straight
up into the air.
